Based on the evaluation of the timing and cost to complete the new nuclear unit(s)
and a full evaluation of the risks involved with each option considered, as well as
Santee Cooper’s decision to suspend construction, the most prudent path forward is
to cease construction of both new nuclear units and proceed with the appropriate
filing with the Public Service Commission of South Carolina to seek recovery of
project costs under the abandonment provisions of the Base Load Review Act.
